1985 states: "The actual laws for copying parts of books are as follows:
(a) copyright duration varies from book to book and (b) under the 1909 law,
a book without a valid U.S. copyright was guaranteed 28 years of copyright
protection., If the owner renewed the copyright in the 28th vyear, and if the
copyright was in force on 1 Jan 1978, the copyright protection lasts 75
~ years. Under the new copyright law (Copyright Revision Act of 1976), the
- duration of copyright is for the life of the author plus 50 years, or a
fixed term of 75 years, depending on the form of authorship. If a work has
several copyright dates, assume the time counts from the latest date."”
