A WARNING. The president of the Genealogical Forum in Portland says the club library
is losing materials to theft at such a rate that they are considering closing the
library unless there are two people to staff the library at all times.

THE DEATH OF' GENEALOGY? (From wenatc‘hee WAa)

A recent article in the NGS Newsletter "Adoption Secrecy Laws Threaten.Death of
Genealogy,"” by Bruce M. Claggett, describes how genealogical research, whether for
medical purposes, sociological studies, or hobby purposes is becoming increasingly
impaired with each passing generation by secrecy laws. In most states secrecry laws
have been adopted in this century which cause the original birth record of an
adopted child to be replaced by a bogus birth record. '

The bogus record names as the parents of the child its newly adoptive parents,
and does not reveal in any way that they are not the birth parents. "Thus, a re-
searcher has no way of knowing that the apparent ancestry of that child as shown in
public records is bogus. Since about 2% of the children born in this country each
yvear end up being adapted, a growing proportion of our population has an ancestry
that is incorrect.

The effect is similar to compound 1nterest in reverse, Attorney Clagget says, 1n
that in another four generations or so, about half the ancestry of the American
population will be phony. This 1is an Orwellian practice, he says. Surely all people,
whether adopted or not, have a right to be -able to trace their ancestry in public
records.
