Between June 10 and September 22, 1692, nineteen Massachusetts men and
women and two dogs were hanged for witchcraft, and one man was pressed to
death for refusing to plead to the indictment. When the executions came tO
an end, fifty-five people had confessed that they were witches, and a hundred
and fifty were in jail, either waiting to be tried or enduring, as several
convicted women did, reprieves granted them so that infants they had already
conceived would not be executed with them.

The practice of witchcraft was worldwide. In Europe, both Catholic and
Protestant executed witches. But the most famous was Salem, Massachusetts.
Who is to blame for the Salem trials? Cotton Mather blamed the Devil. There
are still some questions to be answered. How large a part did spectral evi-
dence play in some of the comvictions? What were the motives for convicting
| these people without much evidence?

On February 1692, Elizabeth Parris, eleven year old daughter of the
minister at Salem Village, and her cousin, Abagail Williams, began having vio-
lent fits:; they behaved as had afflicted children in Sweden 1in 1669 and the '
Goodwin children who were bewitched in Boston in 1688. Cotton Mather de-
scribed their fits in his book: "Handled with...many sorts of ails...Sometimes
they would be deaf, sometimes they would be dumb, sometimes blind, and often,
all this at once. One while their tongues would be drawn down their throats,
another while they would be pulled out upon their chins to a prodigious length.
They would have their mouths opened to such wideness, that their jaws went out
of joint; and anon they would clap together with a force like that of a SPring
lock."

ORLANDO PUBLIC LIBRARY - GENEALOGICAL DEPARTMENT

The Genealogy Department of the Orlando pPublic Library, 10 N. Rosalind
Avenue, Orlando, FL32801, invites you to come by and see what they have. Formed
as a result of a gift of books by Capt. Charles L. Albertson of Waverly, New York,
to the city of Orlando in 1925, this collection was a part of the original gift
which was for some 40 years called the Albertson Public Library. As a result of
its donor having been from New York, the collection is strong in materials on
that state. Because of other gifts, the collection has much material on New
England--namely more than 150 of the Vital Records of Massachusetts towns, publi-

.

cations of the Essex Institute, Danvers Historical Society and Dedham Historical
Society. |

The collection is naturally strong in materials on the South-east with much
naterial on Virginia, Georgia and North Carolina. The collection houses the
library.of the Florida Society, DAR. They subscribe to more than 40 genealogical
periodicals and have on file many others which are received as exchanges by the
Central Florida Genealogical and Historical Society. |

STLAS BRONSON LIBRARY

Located at 267 Grand Street, Waterbury, CT 06702, with a non-circulating
collection of about 5,000 items oriented to genealogy and local history, this
library has about 700 volumes of Connecticut material (state, city and county),
1,000 volumes on the other New England states and 800 family histories. A lesser

THE RECORDS RAT RACE

The Federation of Genealogical Societies has been formed to further
the aims of genealogists. One of its projects is to open genealogical
records for search by members of genealogical societies. As of now, there
are only 12 states which permit genealogists to see vital records. They
are California, Connecticut, Indiana, Massachusetts, Mississippli, New
Hampshire, Ohio, Oregon, Rhode Island, Utah, Vermont, and Wisconsin.

Inasmuch as vital records are a prime source of data for genealogists,
they feel a concerted effort should be made to obtain state legislation
which would make these records available,

With this issue of the Bulletin, we will keep you informed as to the
progress of this organization in 1ts struggle to open vital records. We
receive the Federation Newsletter and it is in the Club Library for anyone
interested in more detail than we print in this Bulletin.

VITAL RECORDS OF PENNSYLVANIA:
The city of Pittsburgh has an open book policy in the office of the

Clerk of the Orphan's Court, City-County Bldg., Pittsburgh, PA 15219, for
birth and death records during the following periods: City of Pittsburgh,
1870-1905, City of Allegheny 1882-1905, County of Allegheny 1783-1905,
MCKeesport 1895-1905, and Wilkinsburg 1899-1905. Marriage records start

in 1885.
From 1906 to date, birth and death records for the City of Pittsburgh

are found at the Office of Vital Statistics, 512 State Office Bldg.,
Pittsburgh, PA 15222. Application for certified copies of a birth or
death record should be made on form H 105.102 accompanied by a fee of
$2.00 and mailed to the Pennsylvania Department of Health, Division of
Vital Statistics, P.0. Box 1528, New Castle, PA 16103.

VITAL RECORDS OF WISCONSIN:
Wisconsin is one of the 12 states which permit genealogilsts to see

vital records. Preliminary discussions have been held with the State
Bureau of Health Statistics on maklng available to the State Historical
Soc1ety of Wisconsin, microfilm copies of Wlscon51n births, deaths and

marriages prior to 1907.

VITAL RECORDS OF WEST VIRGINIA
Tn West Virginia birth and death records have been kept centrally by

the State Office Of Vital Statistics only since 1917. Prior to that time,
records were kept by the individual counties. The individual counties,

indeed, still continue to receive and keep on file copies of each birth
~and death recorded centrally. None of these are public records. Certified
copies are available, however, to the registrant, immediate family or legal
representative. The fee for each search is $2.00 with a certified copy

supplied if the record is found.

VITAL RECORDS OF NEW YORK _
The statutory fee of $2.50 plus 25¢ for each individual abstract of a

record is still in effect for furnishing vital record information for genea-
logical research. At present a backlog of 6, 000 appllcatlons exists, al-

though this is gradually belng reduced.

VITAL RECORDS ~ CITY OF NEW YORK

The Bureau of Vital Records maintains birth and death records for the
City of New York from 1898 to the present. Individuals professionally en-
gaged in genealogical research are permitted to consult the indexes to
these records for a fee of $5.00. The address is 125 Worth St., New York,
N.Y. 10013 - hours Monday through Friday 9:00 AM to 4:00 PM.

VITAL RECORDS OF KENTUCKY _

The Registrar of Vital Statistics, Department of Human Resources,
Commonwealth of Kentucky states that they make every effort to accomodate
genuine genealogists. They provide unrestricted access to the index books
which list names, date, county of occurrance and, for births, mother's
maiden name. Within restrictions of available time and personnel, ' they will
permit a researcher to examine a reasonable number of certificates. A
copy of a record requires a fee of $4.00.

VITAL RECORDS OF CALIFORNIA - SACRAMENTO

Birth, death and marriage records are available prior to 1905 at the
office of the Deputy Recorder for the County of Sacramento, CA (901 G. St.)
All records go back to the 1860's, but they are very sketchy. A charge of
$2.00 per hour for searching is made when done persomally. It can not be
done by mail.

VITAL RECORDS OF WASHINGTON STATE |

The Department of Social and Health Serv1ces has a $3. OO search fee for
each request for a birth, death, marriage or divorce certificate. This charge
includes a copy of the certificate, 1f found, and the fee will not be refunded
if no certificate is found. Each request for each person should be submitted
separately. For a birth record, the full name of child, date and place of birth,
as well as mother and father's name "must'" be furnished. For a death record,
the name of the person, the possible date of death and general vicinity of
death should be given. This applies to records after July 1, 1907 and then
not to records in cities of Seattle, Spokane and Tacoma.

SEATTLE: Certified copies of birth and death records are available for
Seattle-King County through the Section Administration, Vital Statistics,
City of Seattle. A fee of $3.00 for any part of an hour 1is charged. The
marriage records date from 1885 to present, a'marriage'certificate may be
obtained for $2.00 per copy and, at the present time, the marriage records are
open to genealogists.

TACOMA: Marriage and divorce records are open to the public. Marriage
certificates are $2.00. Divorce varies. Contact County-City Building, 930
Tacoma Ave., Tacoma WA 98402. Birth and Death records are located at Tacoma-
Pierce County Health Dept., Vltal Statistics Section, 3629 S. D St., Tacoma,
WA 98408.

VITAL RECORDS OF OREGON _

There is no free access to vital records at the state level in Oregon.
County Clerks have marriage and divorce records at the local level and each
county has to be contacted individually concerning access to their records.

So what 1s all the fuss about??? Why does the Federation of Genealogical
Societies feel so strongly about this records situation?? Following are some
of the reasons the Federation feels vital records should be open for Genealogical

research.

1. It has been estimated that the study of genealogy is the largest hobby in the
country today with probably 20 million people working at it.

2. All states permit an applicant to see his own vital records. Why shauld he
not be able to see those records of his parents and grandparents? These are
family records and should be available to all descendants of the person being
psearched. These are not state records to be hidden away in a closed vault.

3. Some states claim these vital records should be confidential. WHY? Almost
every newspaper in the country prints daily birth records as well as marriage
records and an obituary column. If these items are available on the day of the
event, why are they not available a year or ten years later?

4. What is confidential about the date and place of a person's birth or who his
parents were? The same question applies to marriage and death notices.

5. Why do most states spend so much in their budgets for libraries where much
genealogical material is available, and then refuse to allow vital records to be
made available? Why do they spend money for books on a family history or genea-
logy and then deny the records needed by the author to write the book?

6. Why do most states finance state and community colleges when most are today —
teaching courses in genealogy, and then refuse to make vital records available?

THE OTHER SIDE OF THE COIN. One state registrar reminded the Federation that,
"As you are aware, the use of vital records for fradulent purposes has 1increased
dramatically during the past several years. Birth records of deceased infants
are being used to establish false identities. Birth certificates of children of
Mexican parentage are being used to bring aliens into the country. Permitting
anyone who asks physical access to vital records would only compound an already

serious problem."

STATE LAWS. Many states now have laws making records closed to searchers.
The Federation proposes several bills which are now being introduced into 10
or 12 state legislatures. Two main bills are being sponsored. |

The first of these is An Act to Open Vital Records. 1In this bill, they are
asking that all birth, death and marriage records in the custody of any local,
county or state registrar be available to free physical access to any member
of a legally incorporated genealogical society. This means that you identify
yourself, ask to see the vital record books, remove the books from the shelves,
sit down and copy what data you need. This is physical access. Use of these
vital records should be limited to genealogists so as to eliminate the curiosity
seekers and to limit the use as a security measure. Other sections of the bill
prohibit registrars from making rules to deny access, require the state to provide
parents names, etc., on certified copies, and to eliminate the charging of a fee
for research privileges. '

The second bill is An Act to Prevent the Fraudulent Use of Birth Certificates
for Illegal Purposes. This is self-explanatery. i
