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EPITAPHS AND TOMBSTONES
by Madelyn Cataldo

Because of my involvement in copying cemetery stones in Mason
County, I have become quite interested 1in the gravestones them=
selves. During my trip to New England this spring, I frequented
several o0ld cemeteries, took pictures of the gravestones, and
wondered at the reaction the film developer would have, Geneol-
ogists can put the cemtetery information to good use. Don't be
afraid to make a trip to a cemetery, as they usually are beautiful
areas with grass and trees to cool and relax you on a hot day

whlle you find the wealth of information the slabs of stone possess.,

This is a page of history, other than names and dates the stones
have a story to tell. Thru the ages man has had the desire to be
remembered and to obtain this end he has chosen the everlasting
strength of hard rock. Think of the pyramlds of Egipt, Central
Amerlca, and Nex1co, the Arc de Triomphe in Paris, the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier in Washington. They were all set up in memory of
someone gone vefore us,

4 tomb is any chamber in which the dead are buried, Some tombs
are cut in natural rock and others are built above the ground.

The greatest tombs in the world, the pyramids of Egypt, were built
for the pharaochs. The Hebrews of old cut tombs out of rock, MNost
famous of these is the tomb of Mausolus in Caria, and the word
mausoleum comes from this tomb.  The Romans bullt stately tombs
which lined the roads outside the c¢ity as burial inside the city
was not allowed., Early Christians built tombs in the caves called
catacombs, |

In the middle ages tombs were placed in churches, Usually they
were stone coffins with a carving of the deceased on top. This
is called sarcophagus, The area around the church was used to
bury the less "noble" persons.

The word funeral comes from an old Sanskrit word of Northern India
which means smoke., Funeral customs differ from time to time and
place to place.but ever since ancient times, ceremonies have been

- connected with death., Roman customs were introduced into England
when that country was invaded in 55 B.,C. Some of these customs

such as wearing black, walking in procession, and raising a mound
over the grave were adopted by the English people., They later
became American funeral customs when brought here by the colonists,

Some of the earliest remaining tombstones of America can been seen
in Roston, at the 0ld Granary Burying Ground. In the 17th century
the stones were rough, small, and thick, carved with lines and
letters of name, age, and date of death., In the 18th century a
winged death's head was usually added., The death's leering mouth,
empty eyes and nose speak graphically of the mortality of the body
and the wings suggest the soul's immortality. Cherub faces were

“popular until the Revolutionary War, and the emphasized spiritual

rebirth of the soul rather than the mortality of the body.

"Also by the Revolutionary War stonecutters had started to vary
designs with less religious subjects. A realistic skull and
crossbones, portraits, and professional symbols such as a ship

for a salilor were used. As time passed the stones became larger,
thinner and some were much more elaborste, Different types of
stone wWere used depending upon availability. Sandstone shows much
ravage of time - sometimes the carving being completely erased. |
Slate was very popular but years have eroded these also, plus van-
dalism has taken its toll, I also know of several instances where
citizens of a town would erase carvings and reuse a stone for some=-
one else 1f that particular family longer resided in the areas,
Granlite seems to have been the stone with the best longevity,

Urns and willows are seen on many stones as traditional images

of mourning and sadness, Willows draped across the top is a mourn-
ing figure as ancient as the QLd Testament ('psalm 137') The urn
ws2s an Imperial Roman device for holding the ashes of the deceased,
These were motifs of the late 1700's and early 1800's, when classe
‘1cal designs were stylish, After the Revolutionary War, Republican
symbols became fairly popular. Discovery of Pompeii stimulated an
enormous interest in classical designs,

The appearance of many thousands of urns and willows on gravestones
through out New England indicates a deep attachment to the polite-
ical and philosophical ideclogies of the day. The ancient symbols
of republicanism were not simply ceremonial. They were the very
trappings of daily life and death,

In older cemeteries, tombs with a crypt or sarcophagus were usually
laid along the edge of plots and the central sections were used for
grave burials, At one time two stones marked each grave - a large
carved one at the head and 2 smaller plain one at the foot. It was
also traditional to bury the dead with their feet facing east,

The epltaph is the memorial inscriptions on a tombstone or monument,

The term comes from two Greek words meaning upon and tomb, The
earliest epitaphs are found on Egyptian coffins but the Greeks sure
passed them in their composing abilities, Many curious, sometimes
numorous epitaphs are to be found in 01d English church yards, and
in the earliest burial places of New England. Benjamin Franklin
wrote a clever epitaph for himself and it can be seen on his tombe-
stone in Philadelphia,
